
After several years of prayer and seeking God’s will in establishing a work in Sweden, 
He gave David Sundell a call to establish the ministry of OAC in this country. We have 
seen God’s blessing on David’s open-air work and are glad to have him building up 
OAC in this part of Europe. David began as the full-time national director and evangelist 
for this country in January 2020. OAC Norway is supporting this new extension of our 
ministry in Scandinavia by encouraging him and assisting with outreach often. 

 
David Sundell grew up in a city in the south of Sweden called 
Värnamo. In 2013, he moved to live in the idyllic city of 
Söderköping, which is located in the province of Östergötland. 
During this time in Söderköping, he was active in a church plant 
called Lifechurch, in which he ministered as one of the leaders. 
The Lord gave David a great interest in going on mission trips, 
which have included Ukraine, Guinea, Thailand, and India. 
 
David came into contact with OAC by participating in an 
evangelistic weekend named Uppdraget (the mission) in the fall of 

2018, which took place in Smögen, close to Gothenburg. It was here that he met 
Hartvig, who works for OAC in Norway. Since that time, they have been in contact with 
each other, which eventually led to a call from God to start the work of OAC in Sweden.

Open-air 
outreach has also started to take place in Eslöv one Friday 
every month. Additional locations in nearby cities are also 
starting to open up for regular outreach and ministry.

Jansson, Pascale Daher, Carl Lundin, and Petter Allgulin. 
Andreas lives in Norrköping where he ministers, while 
Pascale and Carl live in the province of Skåne and are in 
charge of evangelization outreach in the city of Kristianstad 
and in Helsingborg. Petter lives in Växjö, conducting 
outreach in the center of the city.  
 
In addition to the OAC Sweden staff members mentioned 
above, David’s father, mother, and sister have been a huge 
help and assistance to the work.

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take place, his family 
faithfully upholds the 
team in prayer which is a 
tremendous blessing and 
encouragement. 
 
During the summer 
months, an evangelistic 
course call Reach The 
City takes place.This 
week-long time of training 
and outreach allows 
participants to not only 
learn creative ways to 
share the gospel, but it provides a venue to apply what they have learned out in the open 
air. Additional OAC evangelists from other branches are invited to participate with the 
OAC Sweden staff every year. So far, Stefan Höfler (Austria), Hartvig Kloster (Norway), 
Torben Østermark (Denmark), Steve Harris (Great Britain), the Proaño family (Ecuador), 
and Peter Kennelly (Great Britain) have assisted in this exciting training and outreach. 
 
When our staff in Sweden begin new evangelistic ministry in a particular city or area, 
they always attempt to work in cooperation with a local church or congregation. This 
really helps when it comes time to refer people to become involved with a good local 
church in order for them to grow spiritually strong. For those who are not Christians yet, 
but are interested in spiritual things (seekers), having a good relationship with one or 
more local churches is a great help in pointing people in the right direction so they can 
learn more about Jesus. God has blessed in this area, and our staff currently have at 
least one local church contact in all the places where they are conducting ongoing 
evangelism. Working with a local church also offers opportunity for them to become 
involved in prayer and support to our staff.

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In 2023, David and his team were in a place called 
Landskrona. They had good cooperation with the a local 
church and conducted a campaign together for eight 
weekends in the autumn. During this time, David and his 
co-workers became acquainted with many of the local 
people they met, and some of them ended up coming to the 
church!  As part of this outreach, they used a wagon to 
distribute coffee and buns.  

 
During 2024, David also worked with a church, this time in the town of Helsingborg. 
This particular campaign lasted for six weekends where they operated with the Sion 
Church. After the campaign ended,  the church wanted OAC to come back and help 
them reach out again to the people in the city. Ever since that time, David and his team 
have made every effort to be with them one weekend each month in order to reach the 
city with the good news. To have such ministry is also a wonderful way to train new 
evangelists and people who want to grow in their faith. Time is taken to study the Bible, 
have fellowship, and share the gospel in the open air.  
 
Our vision forward is to see more staff in OAC Sweden, especially part and full-time 
evangelists. This will allow us to focus on traveling more and encourage more 
churches to go out and share the gospel of Jesus Christ all around Sweden. We are 
thankful for what Jesus is doing here now and look forward to what He will do with us in 
the future.
